The remains of William H. Sher­

man, who died In St. Cloud,.Fla., on 
Tuesday, December 21, arrived here 
on Sunday morning. Funeral services' 
were held at the house Monday, after­
noon by Rev. J. W. Thomas at two 
o'clock and were private. A delega­
tion of members of George S. Bout-, 
well post, G. A. R., of which the de­
ceased was a former member, attend­
ed thc funeral. The bearers were'the 
following members of Capt. Ceorge V. 
Barrett camp, S. o f V . : Edward E. 
Sawyer. Ellis B. Harlow, S. Bassett 
Dickerman and Stjfphen Ryan. The 
body was placed Ih-the receiving tomb 
at Woodlawn cemeter>'. 

Mr. Sherman was a resident for 
many years of th is . town. He was 
born in l p w e l l on October 25. IS-IO. 
and with the e.Nception of three years, 
which were spent here, then called 
Groton Junction, his early years •n-ere 
spent in that city. Mr. Sherman came 
here in 1866. and the next year bought 
the Ury goods business ot E. B. Jen­
kins.' which, was located where the 
variety store is now situated. lAtor, 
he sold the buslnc.«» to Charics W. 
Mason and moved lo Taunton, where 
ho was employed for eleven years as 
:i drv j,-ood.s salesman for the flrm of 
N. H. Skinner & Company. Upon his 
return to Ayer in 1883.'he purchased 
the 'dry goods business of Mrs. Abbie 
A. l.ê Cvls in Page block, which w-as 
located in the store where Miss M. L.. 
Brown is now doing business. 

Mr. Sherman was postmaster of 
Ayer from January. 1893. to June. 
1897. He disposed of his dry goods 
busliiess In 1900 and later worked In 
various place until November. 1910, 
when he left for St. Cloud. Fla.. where 
he lived until' his death. He was a 
member of the board bf selectmen, as ­
sessors and overseers of - the poor of 
Aycr In 1885. 

Mr. Sherman was united In mar­
riage on May 6. 1867, to Miss Ellen 
J. Wright, of this town, who with a 
daughter. Miss Lole Sherman, of Ayer, 
survive him. 

For many years he was" a mem­
ber of George S. BQUtwell posl, G. .^. 
R., ot Ayer, ot which he was' a past 
commander. On taking up his resl-
aericeIn"5l7'CTSun"TTe"h"'a''d"H!s"mem'-
bership transferred to the post in thfil 
place. He w.is also a member for a 
numt)er of years of St. Paul lodge, 
whfre ho was made ,-i Ma.son. He -was 
a man of lino points., woll informed 
and was hif,'hly ro-iiH-ctod by all w-ho 
had tho pleasure of his acquaintance. 

Dn .\pril :;o. ISCl, tho day following 
tho attack of tho rebol mol» on the 
Sixth Mas.suchusotts i'.oKiment in Hul-
timurc-. Kdward Ci. Abbott, whti was 
afterwards elected captain, hogan 
raising a company for .service in the 
war and succeeded In doing so on that 
dav. The company was received into 
tho Second Mas.sachusetts RoBiment 
as Companv A by tho colonel, Georse 
II, Gordon, 'William H. Sherman, 
then llvinK in Lowoll, enlisted in this 
company, which on May 11, 1S*;1. 
wont into camp at Brooi; farn;, West 
itoxbury, the uso of which was Kiven 
fur that purpose l)y liev. .lames l-'rte-
man Clark, and named Camp -\ndrew. 

The roKiment ollicers woro Col. (Ico. 
A. Gordon, who had served- throush 
tho .Mexican war. he bavins gradu­
ated from West I'oint .Military acad­
emy in 1S4C; Lieut, Col, Georse L, 
.•\ndrows. another Wost I'oint gradu­
ate, who was onsased for throo yoars 
in tho construction of Fort Warren in 
lioston harbor, and' Major Wilder. 

Two Ilass wore prosontod to tho 
rosimont by the ladies of Hoston pre­
vious to its leavinK tor tho scene of 
war. On July *<. 1S61. the rosimont 
loft-Camp Andrew, soing- to Hasors-
town, .Md,, marching to Wllliam,si)ort, 
and to Harper's Ferry, July Is, A 
month lator thoy cros,sed into Marv­
land and lator went into camp at 
l-'roderick for the wintor.

Tho remainder of General Banks-
force Arrived and tho Second Massa­
chusetts resimcnt wont into camp.

Xot the least a m o n g tho w-onders 
that a t t rac ted the a t tent ion of Dr. and 
.Mrs. Lemley w-ere the wild an imals of 
this soction. including w-olves. hyenas, 
jack.als. and monkeys innumerable . 
Xext to claim the intorost of tho tour­
ists w-as Pusa. the se.it 'if India 's largo 
agr icul tura l i-ollege, w-here her youth 
from near and dis tant par t s learn sci-
cntldc farming. The Lemloys rode to 
this Institution In the sj)rin;;le.-s and 
t reacherous okka. 

Sacred Henari.s w-as an interest ing 
stopjiing place. At th is center of 
idols and sacrod monkeys tho ntitivos 
w-ere engaged in bu rn ing thei r .load, 
w-ho were bro-.ight on bamboo litters 
and jilaced ovor the Hro. from w-hich 
smoke roso continually, clouding tho 
a tmosphere , and the ashes w-oro 
strewn upon the neighbor ing Ganges

Week eud trunks, which nre large 
enough to hold a good many clothes 
and yet small enough.for a porter to 
carry, small enough, too, to be stowed 
In nn automobile, arc" useful for tbe 
short visit. But, lacking one of theso, 
a big suit case and a small leather bag 
will do. 

The woman who travels with little 
luggage must beware too many con­
venient cases. Attractive tbey mny be, 
but they ttike up room tbnt Is often 
needed for clothes. Tissue paper an­
swers the purpose ot protecting one's 
frocks nnd takes less' room than many 
or the rather cumbersome cases.

sion ond the Insuratice department of 
the commonwealth, as well as by the 
Insurance-compar.l.s because it -.vas 
generally recognized as a teitt c a e 
which may result in changes in the 
l)rcsent Insurance liw. It was the lirst \ 
attempt that an in; urancc compaiiy | 
h:i8 m.ide In .Mus,-aehusctts to avoid ; 
tho award of refi i. es chosen under] 
thc arbitration clause of the .Ma,s,-a- i 
chusetts standard imiiey on the grou'ril j 
that It was grossly excessive'. The in- I 
sured has sometimes alleged that an 
award was void Iiectiuse It was grossly 
inadequate, but the ccrmpanies havo 
heretofore contended that the a-.vard 
was"conclusive • and flnal u1>on tho 
parties as to thc amount of lp.':i; or 
damage" as the policy Itself provides, 
Thc referees determined that Dohertv 
Bros'." loss was 533.420. of wblch JL'5.-
000 was on patterns, drawings, etc.;

Farnsworth. conductor, running from 
the car li.arn to relievo tho congosti.ni 
of tho rogular car which left the d*--
pot square at 6.05. Both cars wore 
running nn the K.ame time. When the 
rogular car reached tho car bnrn on 
Central .avenue the passengoiTi stand­
ing wero trnnEforred to the other In 
waiting, which then proceeded Just 
ahead of the regular ear. On such oc­
casions the car make whnt Is known 
In railroad languatw as "skip" stops. 
That Is each car, makes alternate 
stops In order to distribute ns evenly 
,as possible the passengers ^-ho take 
thc cars. Instead ot one car taking .all 
passengers, and thereby leaving none 
for the other.

met, and lastly, because I believe In 
apostolic Ideals, 1 Joyfully nccept this 
oi>portunlty for service which you of 
fer me. 

In taking this notion I am declining 
a cnll to nn old First Parish church. 
It has had a distinguished history and 
in today In excellent condition. It has 
n large number of IOJ'AI members eager 
to bo led to greater service. On the 
physical side It offers a perma'nent 
tenure of ofllce and a- salary greatly 
exceeding thc most that your parish 
could possibly give. 

I nm taking a church founded In lhe 
middle of the nineteenth century and 
one which hns been thc . stronfgcst 
church organization In Ayer. but one 
which also hds become, as you know 
only too well, perhaps tho weakest of 
our regular churches. 

I bollevo that I cnn accomplish the 
t.ask before me. It was my good for­
tune to be attached as assistant mlnls-
,icr to thc Second church In Boston dur­
ing the great crisis when \t passed 
from being an organization with thirty-
three members to an organization of 
hundreds of mombers worshipping In 
an cdlflco costing half a million dol­
lars nnd occupying, once more In point 
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of Inliuence tho front rank among Bos­
ton churchOH, I know the -principles 
of thlH remarkable movement and the 
methods by which they were carried 
oul. That these principles and methods 
arc or universal application and, there­
fore, applicable (loro. Is at onco my 
practical creed and plan of action as 1 
take up my work. 

In our attitude toward our fellow 
christians In Ayer wo mu.st be mindful 
that brotherhood Is the great objective 
Ideal of Christianity. Wherever wc 
have Christianity minus tho brotherly 
feeling we havo tho spectacle of, sec­
tarianism In fact as well as In name, 
atui tho scandal of reciprocal excom­
munication. Since, then, .brotherhood 
Is Iho basis of all our catholic hopes 
Wf must IilodKC ourselves anew to fhls 
iilc.il and moot, at least half way, every 
opportunity for co-operation.-

That our appreciation and good will 
for our christian brethren Is genuine 
we shall show by a distinct sign. That 
sign will be found In our ambition as a 
church. It Is our ambition to bo a 
complete church, 

Wc have observed that thc churches 
of each groat christian body have some 
one grace that Is moro resplendent 
with them than with,any.others.. We 
hope that we have learned these ob­
ject lessons which these groups of 
churches have been teaching for many. 
year,". Our ideal Is nothing less than 
that our church shall combine all those 
strong points. 

Wo shall try first to be true to our 
own traditions and preserve the splen­
did intellectual appeal, which has ever 
boon the distinguished service of the 
l'nitarian churches. To the Intellectual 
appeal wo hope to add.the ibsthetic .ip-
poal so nobly presented by thc Roman 
and High Kplscopal churches. To 
these appeals we hope to add the ring­
ing moral appeal of all the evangelical 
bodies, and last, but not least, wc hope 
to add tho warmth and heartiness .of 
fellowship which has ever distlnguish-
od tho Methodist churcbes of America. 
While we aro developing a service like 
that which has won such a remarkable 
response in tho Second church in Bos-
Ion, we shall try to lift a clear, 
prophetic voice for the right and to 
shov.- forth tho grace of hearty fellow­
ship. 

To realize this high ambition will 
roriulro a support both strong and per­
sistent, I urge. then, first of all. an 
unswerving loyalty and confldence In 
our movemont. In the second place, I 
urge patience. It will require many 
days of hard toll even to begin to carry 
oin ,oiVii plans, Kor the present, as our 
sorvico;develops, it must of courab be 
imporfoct, but later on we hope that 
our notes of praise to tho Most High 
m.iy be clear and ringing. For the 
pre,*ent, and until our church can be 
fitted for tho sorvice to be, - wo must 
worship in very humble surroundings. 
It will strengthen our patience If wc 
remember now our christian brethren 
on the missionary frontiers' worship­
ping even without shelter, and ou'r 
brethren of the early church worship­
ping In underground chambers In thc 
faro of persectitlon. as the candles' by 
our altars commemorate.

TOWER OF BABEL. 

Itt Remnants Are Believed to Stand 
Near Babylon's'.Ruini. 

It if! doubtful If. there is any plaee 
In the world so rich in ancient remains 
us the valley- ol! the Kupliratcs, In 
Mcsoiwlauilii. Tbo fesult is . that to 
archaeologists. and scholars the place 
is a veritable "Jom Tiddler's ground," 
and new "finds" are" constantly being 
reported. 

Wlicii It Is remembered that tradi­
tion places tho site of the Garden ot 
Eden here, -while among its many 
ruins ure tlio.se of ancient Babylon, the 
promLsIng nature^of the valley to the 
scientiflc excavator becomes apparent. 

It Is nenr tbe ruins of Babylon that 
wc llnd what many scholars believe to 
bo the remains of tlio tower of Babel 
—an immciiso cube of brickwork, called 
by the natives Blris Nlmrud. 

Recent exhaustive examination of 
the strange pile and its site has reveal­
ed the tact that t i e tower, that once 
stood hero consisted of seven stages of 
brickwork on an earthen platform, each 
being of a different color. 

Tbe tower boasted of a base meas­
urement of nearly COO square feet and 
rosc to an unknown beigbt.
